Level splitter edges with the bumber edges,
near the wheels on both sides. (this fitting
should be done by two individuals)

B MARK DRILLING POINTS

With levelled splitter (pt.1) mark the points
through the splitter and the bumper every
15-20cm.

Use 6mm driller to make holes where the
splitter

B INSTALL THE SPLITTER

Insert enclosed screws through the drilled
holes in the spliiter and the bumper. Secure
with nuts.

B IMPORTANT

You need to use poliethylene glue if the gap
between spolitter's edge adjoining bumper
and drilled hole is more than 3cm.

Glue needs to dry for minimum 24h before
driving.
